If not more, we are as aghast and appalled as any sensitive human soul on the brutal gang rape of 

'Nirbhaya'. We equally feel one with his friend who has shown the courage to come forward and share his 

agony and pain. Although the university is on vacation and will open on 14 January 2013, but we could 

not avoid sharing among ourselves the deep sense of anguish and commitment as an academic institution 

on the issue and specially the term of reference as you are one of the wisest legal luminaries of our country. 

We are in the process of writing in detail, however our three strongly held and felt views are as follows:

1. Need to have normative approach to deal with sexual offenders. For example registration of sexual 

offenders as is the practice prevailing in many countries of the west.

2. Need to have well dened protocol for police and police stations to deal with complaints and 

complainant of sexual offences. This may include dening time limits and targets without which even 

establishing of fast track courts may not be very effective as is so oftenly argued. 

3. Need for creative possibilities of using technologies and providing access for ling online complaints 

involving sexual offences.
