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The University was established on 1%t July, 1989 through Act XX of 1989 of the
Maharashtra State Legislature and named after Yashwantrao Chavan,
Maharashtra’s political veteran and builder of modern Maharashtra. This
University is fully empowered to award various academic certifications like
certificates, diplomas, and graduate, post-graduate, doctoral degrees. All
architecture graduate and post-graduate programmes are duly recognized and
approved by the Council of Architecture (CoA). For all engineering diploma and
degree programmes, where equivalence status is not explicitly mentioned,
University has already initiated recognition and equivalence procedures, with
appropriate authorities like Board of Technical Education or All India Council for
Technical Education (AICTE). All these degrees of UG/PG programmes are
duly recognized and approved by the University Grant Commission (UGC). The
status of this University is at par with all other statutory universities of India.
