Workshop on “NAAC Awareness programme (NAP) for 

Assessment and Accreditation” 
 

 
 

The objectives of the programme were to bring greater clarity on the aims, 

objectives, and various procedures of NAAC accreditation, and also, to stress the 

importance of accreditation. The focus of the Awareness Program was on promoting 

quality assurance in higher education and on mandatory accreditation of the Higher 

Education Institutions for improving the quality of HEIs. More than 80 candidates 

participated in the workshop including Coordinator, Co-coordinator of different 

criteria, Deans, Directors, Head of Departments, TICs, Library staff, technical and 

non-technical staff. The NAAC awareness programme (NAP) was inaugurated with 

Kulgeet of the Central University of Haryana and the lighting of the lamp by the 

dignitaries.  

Prof. Sarika Sharma, Director, IQAC welcomed the distinguished guests and 

participants to the awareness programme and invited Hon’ble Vice-Chancellor Prof. 



 

 

 

(Dr.) Tankeshwar Kumar on the Dias. The opening remarks were given by Prof. 

Sarika Sharma, Director, IQAC and explain about the importance of NAAC in order 

to establish the quality culture in university system. She briefed that quality education 

is the key for the growth and success of any nation. Higher Education Institutions 

(HEIs) play a vital role in providing quality education and there exist various 

practices that need to be adopted for the same. NAAC has been set up to facilitate 

the volunteering institutions to assess their performance vis-a-vis set parameters 

through introspection and a process that provides space for participation of the 

institution. NAAC accreditation helps the HEIs to analyze their strengths, 

opportunities, and weaknesses through an informed review process. Beside this, the 

NAAC accreditation will help funding agencies with objective data so that they can 

take a decision on the funding of HEIs. NAAC grade/assessment may also help 

educational institutes to initiate modern or innovative methods of pedagogy. On the 

other hand, NAAC accreditation or grade of a HEIs will help the student to 

figure out all the details about the institute such as quality of education, research 

output, teaching-learning, infrastructure etc. NAAC grade helps students to 

choose the best institute based on its NAAC grade/ performance in the NAAC 

accreditation process. This workshop has been planned to motivate HEIs to initiate 

and share the best practices as well as to undergo the evaluation of the same with the 

assessment and accreditation by NAAC. The key objective of this workshop will be 

to build awareness about NAAC Accreditation and its benefits to the higher 

education Institutions i.e. Central University of Haryana.   

Hon’ble Vice-Chancellor Prof. (Dr.) Tankeshwar Kumar inaugurated the 

workshop with a thought-provoking and inspiring inaugural speech, in his address 

emphasized the need for each and every educational institution to become a quality 

institution. He tried to raise issues such as how teachers and teaching can be 

important pillars in the development of an institution and emphasized on the 

importance of getting their institutions accredited on quality standards. 



 

 

 

After the inaugural speech by Hon’ble Vice-Chancellor Prof. (Dr.) Tankeshwar 

Kumar, Prof. Sarika Sharma, Director, IQAC invited the Speaker Dr. Devender S. 

Kawday, Senior Advisor, NAAC, Bangalore to the Dias to deliver his talk. He gave 

an introduction to the programme and explained the achievements of NAAC. He 

outlined the workshop for the day and also emphasized the need for how each and 

every educational institution should take up the new accreditation process to become 

a quality institution. In his opening remarks, he highlighted the importance of 

accreditation for higher education institutions in the fast-changing globalized era and 

he asked that all the institutions to get themselves to accredited by NAAC, so that 

the institutions do not face any kind of problem of getting various grants from the 

government supporting schemes for development.  

He discussed in detail about "Revised Accreditation Framework" (RAF) an 

Overview, he specifically projected the critical points in connection with the changes 

brought in between the earlier and new A&A methodologies. He has drawn a clear 

picture of the merging of LOI, IEQA as IIQA, Quality Indicator Framework (QIF), 

regarding pre-qualifier, changes in the seven criteria, key indicators, SSR 

preparation, onsite visit, and non-applicable metrics, etc. He motivated the university 

that until and unless they become quality education providers they may not be able 

to sustain themselves in the near future.  

In the end of the awareness programme there was an interactive session of one 

hour, the queries of all participants were clarified by the Senior Adviser, NAAC, 

Bangalore.  

The Vote of thanks was proposed by Dr. Amit, Assistant Director IQAC. Finally, the
